Course Description

ARE 431 is a state-mandated methods course for endorsement in K-12 art teaching. This course covers methods involving teaching strategies, assessment of student progress, secondary resource materials, unit and course planning, presentation, and evaluation of effective teaching of diverse populations in art.  

This course will utilize a variety of resources including the listed texts, technology, and outside readings. Outside readings will be drawn from education journals and other appropriate sources. Students are expected and required to read all assigned material and to be prepared to lead or participate in all class discussions. 
Instructional Methods

This is a learner-centered course. Students will learn from individual and small group assignments, lectures and class discussions, field experiences, and instructor modeling.

Purposes of the Course

This course is structured to strengthen art-teaching knowledge and skills of pre-service students. Focus for this course will be upon (1) knowledge of diverse secondary students, (2) development of art-based curriculum that addresses learning needs of diverse students, and (3) adapting art-based curriculum, instruction, and assessment to ensure academic success for diverse populations of students.
Objectives of the Course

After developing knowledge about diverse secondary students and learning about curriculum content, instruction, and assessment, each student will

 create and present an effective and aligned art-based unit of study with a minimum of four lessons, a scope
                     and sequence, and a rationale that purposefully and overtly meet secondary academic standards for the
                     visual arts and Arizona objectives for Structured English Immersion.

Course Requirements and Activities

4. Create and present a comprehensive art-based unit of study (signature assignment).
5. Earn a grade of B or better on the signature assignment.
6. Post the signature assignment to TaskStream.
7. Earn a passing grade on all quizzes and assignments. 

8. Take complete responsibility for professional development as an art educator.
Competencies and Skills

Competencies and skills are measured by the Arizona Educator Proficiency Assessment at the conclusion of study and prior to granting endorsement to teach art in grades K-12.

It is strongly recommended that students in this course attend the district-wide student art exhibit at the Coconino Center for Arts and attend the National Art Education Association conference. Institutional excuses can be provided for these events if the request is submitted at least two weeks in advance.

Signature Assignment
The key task for ARE 431 will be a written art-based lesson that demonstrates acquired dispositions, knowledge, and skills as specified in the purposes and objectives for this course. Students will also present the signature assignment in class. Because the signature assignment captures learning for the entire semester, students are expected to earn a grade of B or better.

Remediation/Failure

Remediation during the course may be provided through one-on-one consultation with the instructor, student-to-student mentoring, or other means as deemed appropriate by the instructor. Students who do not achieve a passing grade will be required to repeat ARE 431 at a later time. 

Attendance

The nature of secondary art teaching is conducive to collaboration between students and the instructor. The structure of ARE 431 makes consistent and punctual attendance absolutely necessary.  Please make every effort to be on time and to attend each class meeting.  Discussions will not be repeated for latecomers or absentees.  Make-up of missed material is the responsibility of the student. Students are strongly advised to have a study partner that can assist if absences cannot be avoided.
Roll will be taken at the beginning of each class session.  Excessive absences (more than three) or tardiness will have a negative impact upon the final grade. More than three unexcused absences will result in the lowering of the final grade by one complete letter. 
Please communicate with the instructor about any anticipated absences and plan to complete missed work with one week of the original due date. Arrangements to make up missed work will be made at the discretion of the instructor.

Assignments

I. Readings, In-class Work, In-class and Online Participation, Homework, and Leadership (30% of grade)

Readings will be assigned on a regular basis. Students are expected to demonstrate their understanding of the readings through the quality of class discussions and written work. All students are required to read the assigned texts, other articles, and manuscripts, and be prepared to participate and lead discussions in class and online.
II. Unit Plan (50% of grade)

Each student will create a meaningful art-based unit of study that accurately and effectively reflects concepts covered in class including state standards and SEI objectives.
III. Unit Plan Presentation (20%)
Each student will be provided a minimum of 30 minutes to present the unit to the class. It is expected that students will utilize technology for the presentation, provide appropriate motivation, and use resources to engage classmates with the topic. Plan to present the unit of study as if you were instructing a diverse secondary art class. 
Assignment due dates

Projects and assignments are due on the announced date.  Any work presented after the announced due date will receive an automatic 50% deduction unless the student has an excused absence.  Work more than two (2) class sessions late can not be accepted.  

Professionalism of Assignments

All assignments are expected to be professionally presented. Handwritten work will not be accepted except for those activities accomplished during the regular class time.

Institutional Review Board

Any study involving observation of or interaction with human subjects that originates at NAU—including a course project, report, or research paper—must be reviewed and approved by the Institutional Review Board (IRB) for the protection of human subjects in research and research-related activities.

The IRB meets once each month.  Proposals must be submitted for review at least fifteen working days before the monthly meeting.  You should consult with your course instructor early in the course to ascertain if your project needs to be reviewed by the IRB and/or to secure information or appropriate forms and procedures for the IRB review.  Your instructor and department chair or college dean must sign the application for approval by the IRB.  The IRB categorizes projects into three levels depending on the nature of the project:  exempt from further review, expedited review, or full board review.  If the IRB certifies that a project is exempt from further review, you need not resubmit the project for continuing IRB review as long as there are no modifications in the exempted procedures.

Academic Integrity

The university takes an extremely serious view of violations of academic integrity.  As members of the academic community, NAU’s administration, faculty, staff and students are dedicated to promoting an atmosphere of honesty and are committed to maintaining the academic integrity essential to the education process.  Inherent in this commitment is the belief that academic dishonesty in all forms violates the basic principles of integrity and impedes learning.  Students are therefore responsible for conducting themselves in an academically honest manner.

Individual students and faculty members are responsible for identifying instances of academic dishonesty.  Faculty members then recommend penalties to the department chair or college dean in keeping with the severity of the violation. Plagiarism 

Plagiarism is defined as “piece of writing that has been copied from someone else and is presented as being your own work” or “taking someone's words or ideas as if they were your own” (Dictionary.com). Plagiarism means that a source has been used without proper acknowledgment. Restating someone else’s idea in your own words is considered plagiarism unless you give credit to the source. 

A charge of plagiarism can have severe consequences, including expulsion from class and in severe instances, expulsion from the university. If you have questions about how to acknowledge a source, consult the APA manual or the instructor. 

Academic Contact Hour Policy

The Arizona Board of Regents Academic Contact Hour Policy (ABOR Handbook, 2-206, Academic Credit) states:  “an hour of work is the equivalent of 50 minutes of class time…at least 15 contact hours of recitation, lecture, discussion, testing or evaluation, seminar, or colloquium as well as a minimum of 30 hours of student homework is required for each unit of credit.”

The reasonable interpretation of this policy is that for every credit hour, a student should expect, on average, to do a minimum of two additional hours of work per week; e.g., preparation, homework, studying.
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
