Measurable Objective

A solid objective has three main components: 

1. Performance – what the student is expected to demonstrate (to write, to explain, to construct)

2. Conditions - The performance is expected to be executed under certain circumstances (Shown a reproduction of American Gothic, When working in a collaborative group)

3. Criterion – Level of competency (thoughtfully explore, accurately interpret, carefully create)

Weak: The student will have an appreciation for American Regionalist art.
Better: Shown a reproduction of American Gothic, the student will provide supporting visual evidence to accurately describe, analyze, interpret, and judge the work of art.

Note that this is a negative/positive “and/or” that indicates the student can demonstrate one but the other criterion.
	Uses complete accuracy and offers supporting evidence when describing, analyzing, interpreting, and judging American Gothic

Note that this is a positive “and” that indicates the student demonstrates both criteria.
